Kids Join the Fight grants are awarded based on a competitive dual 
peer-review process conducted by both the Kids Join the Fight Medical 

Advisory Board and the Rally Foundation’s Medical Advisory Board, 
which are both comprised of leading childhood cancer experts. The 

grants fund all levels of research, from science at the bench to 
translational, and they include fellows, young investigators and 

independent investigators. Kids Join the Fight focuses funding on 
pediatric brain cancers with a specific emphasis on treatments that 

could both cure children and reduce the debilitating secondary effects 
of common cancer treatments on their growing bodies.
